1.The best way to study for the course

The best way to study is to understand very well the lecture slides, and then answer the weekly questions.
2. Assessment - two possibilities:

a)Normal phase:

One final exam consisting of 12-18 direct questions about all lecture contents: look for the date at the website of ISEG.
Final mark = Mark of the exam + a bonus of 2-4 points.
 b) Recourse phase:

One final exam consisting of 12-18 direct questions about all lecture contents: look for the date at the website of ISEG.
Final mark = 
i)For the students who fail in the normal phase: mark in the exam + a bonus of between 2 and 4 points.

ii)For the students who passed in the normal phase, but want to improve their mark: mark in the exam.
3. Bonus
At the end of each week, I upload into Aquila about 15-20 questions covering the topics taught during the week. Then you have one week to hand me the answers.

You’ll only get a bonus of 2-4 points if you answer in a serious way (even if wrong) to all the weekly questions.

If you answer to only part of the questions, or to some questions without due effort, you will get only part of the bonus.

If the overall marks of the class happen to be satisfactory, the full bonus will be equal to 2 points. By contrast, if the marks are very unsatisfactory – many negative marks -  I may raise the full bonus up to 4 points.

Before answering the questions about each lecture, you should start by reading and understanding the notes you took during that lecture. Then you should try to answer each question in the best possible way:

- It is a rehearsal for what you will do during the exam. Some of the questions of the exam are not very different from the ones presented along the various weeks.

- The main part of your study should be to read your class notes and use them to answer the weekly questions.

Note: you may discuss the answers to each question with your colleagues; but your answers should be written by you only.

Four years ago, two students presented exactly the same answers to the weekly questions, and none of them got the bonus: neither the one who copied, nor the one who let the other copy.
Final note: while not difficult – I believe I explain things in a very simple way – the course includes thousands of ideas you must assimilate. In the past, no student ever passed without answering at least ¾ of the weekly questions.
